Software
• AsReaderGUN App	(iOS	Device)
• iTunes	(on	the	Mac	or	PC)

2. Open	AsReaderGUN App.

1. Connect	the	iOS	device	to	a	Mac	or	PC	using	a	
Lightning-to-USB	cable.

2. Open	iTunes	on	the	Mac/PC	and	allow	permission	
to	connect	on	both the	iOS	device	and	the	Mac/PC.	

(*On	the	iOS	device:	select	“Trust	this	Mac/PC”)

3. Select	the	device	icon.

2. Scroll	ALL	the	way	down	to	‘File	Sharing’	(the	group	
below	“Apps”	group)	and	select	‘AsReaderGUN’	App.
